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Dear Race Teams


Welcome to the 3rd year of the Pepsi Racing Power Cup Challenge presented by River City Racin’ to be held June 18-19,2011  at the American Creek park & Campground in Chamberlain, SD. Last year was a disappointment for all involved, but it was a stark reminder for any outdoor event, that no matter how well you plan, have every ‘T’ crossed and every ‘I’ dotted, mother-nature will always have the final say-so!! 

But RCR wants to ensure everyone that we are more determined than ever to host a great event! We are anxious to try out our new event site and have been working closely with the ULHRA, APBA, sponsors, vendors, local cities, etc in making sure that this year’s event will make us forget about 2010!
I anticipate many of you will be arriving on Friday. Our cranes are due to arrive Thursday evening or early Friday morning and we hope to have them in place early enough on Friday to allow your racing craft to be roosted and ready to do in-water testing that afternoon if desired.  

For those of you returning to our event site there will be a significant change this year. The event will be held on the Chamberlain side of the Missouri River, (go to www.rivercityracin.org for an aerial view of the event site). For those of you unfamiliar with our event site, we believe you will be impressed upon arrival. We have phenomenal viewing for the spectators with an unobstructed, parallel view of the entire front stretch of the track, and the back stretch is able to accommodate 1000’s of spectators in private boats. Your pit area is adjacent to the main event site, providing maximum convenience for your team and for spectator enjoyment. The new pit is asphalt and grass – no more dirt and mud! We have great dock systems with adequate lengths to support the “heat burst” concept – allowing one heat to be racing while the next one or two heats will be in the water awaiting their turn. This will expedite the process and significantly decrease the downtime between heats.
Please bring tarps to place under your boats, trucks and tool areas where you may expect leaks.  Our run off drains directly into the river and we need to protect it as much as possible. It will be on the honor system, but if we see teams that need to be using tarps, and are not, we will be approaching you to put them down or forfeit racing. Again, please use your best judgment and err on the side of respect for our park, river, and environment!  Please remember to bring Oil sorb pads to help keep your area drips contained. We will be providing as many waste barrels as possible but please bring 5 gallon buckets to drain bilge water into. Also bring adequate amounts of extension cords and hoses to accommodate your team needs. We will supply water and power to central locations in the pit. Please try to come as self-prepared and environmentally conscious as you can.  Also, as in years past, the crane operators are requiring tag lines to be used at ALL times.


Fire protection. If you do not have a fire extinguisher we will have one readily available. At least one fire extinguisher must be manned whenever fueling is being done on your boat. The RCR pit staff will also be trained in the use of fire extinguishers during refueling. We will have a fire truck, EMS, and HAZMAT vehicles staffed and available on site for emergencies.


Fuel Dump.  A designated fuel dump will be available. Proper security and safety requirements will be strictly adhered to. If you need fuel supplied by us you need to contact us or Bo Darling by June 5th so that we can ensure the adequate amount of fuel is on hand.

Security.  Prior to entrance into the pit every member of your team will need to sign waivers and receive your pit credentials from the ULHRA. This year we will not be providing pit passes, instead we will be honoring OFFICIAL ULHRA hard cards on lanyards. No one 14 and under will be allowed into the pits without being accompanied by an adult due to insurance constraints.  


There will be lighted overnight pit security for your boats and equipment. You may work on your boats after hrs as long as you wish but there will be a live outdoor concert in the park starting at 5 pm so we ask that you keep trailer fire to a minimum. The pits will open at 6 am for trailer fire.

Arrival of boats.  The RCR Pit boss will work with the ULHRA Pit Boss in coordinating the pit layout and parking your race craft in a manner to facilitate crane picks. Support truck parking will be accommodated at this time as well, per direction of the above mentioned people.  If you have an over-sized trailer or additional support truck(s) that we need to accommodate, we have additional parking available within the event grounds but may not be right in the pit area. RCR will do its best to accommodate your team’s needs and desires, but priority of space & safety will dictate any decisions made.


Safety and First Aid/ Rescue.  We have professional certified SAR personnel onsite managed by our waterside Chair who will be working under Pat McQuade. We will also have paramedics and a physician on-site. The local hospital with an ER is less than 10 min from the event site. If the training Capsule is available, training will be provided at a local pool on Friday evening. Location and time TBA.


Team support  If you have merchandise to sell to help raise funds for your team you may request vendor space outside the pit fence at no cost. You may sell merchandise at your boat during Pit tours as well.
A race schedule will be coming as soon as we have a fairly solid boat count. The sooner your team commits to coming to the Pepsi Racing Power Cup Challenge the sooner the agenda and other logistics can be finalized! Once you receive the schedule please note the times and locations for the driver physicals, driver meetings, trailer fire times, and course availability for testing and qualifying each day. 

Entertainment: Some additional highlights for the weekend are: A live outdoor concert Sat evening, Car show, live main stage entertainment throughout the day, Children’s PlayZone with games and entertainment, and much, much more.

There will be a VIP hospitality tent, a variety of vendors with great food and drinks close at hand, along with beer gardens, and other amenities.

For those arriving in Chamberlain/Oacoma by Friday evening, you have a special invitation to join us Friday nite from 5-7 pm at Michelle’s American Creek restaurant in Chamberlain for a meet-n-greet. This is your opportunity to meet and woo our sponsors, dignitaries, and media.  Please plan to attend. This is your opportunity to market yourselves and our event and possibly line up team sponsors!
On-site RV parking, with full hook-ups, will be available at $80 for two nites (Fri-Sat). Additional nites will be $35 ea nite. Tent sites are available as well for $25 a nite. The campground is in the event site (go to RCR website for event site map). Pets are allowed at the campsite but not in the event site. Space is limited so to reserve your RV Site(s), we will need your reservation, how many adults (13 and over) per site, and your money by June 1st,2011. Please mail to the address below.

NOTE:

In order to bring your boat and hauler (RV, or other) into South Dakota, you must follow certain procedures to avoid getting ticketed.
  

1. You must buy a $15 Trip Permit. In addition, if your vehicle is diesel and you don't have an IFTA sticker, also buy a $20 fuel permit. 
2. Call 605-698-3925, the SD Permitting Office.  If the line is busy, it will give you four other numbers to try.

 

3. You can pay with a credit card, and the permits will be faxed or emailed to you before you leave for SD.

 

In the past the South Dakota Dept of Tourism would reimburse you if you turned in your receipts to us, but now that we do not receive Tourism funds for this event we are unsure if they will still so that. RCR is working with them to continue this service but as of this letter we have not heard. Please hold onto your receipts just in case!
