Dear Inboard Scorers

It has been brought to my attention that we need to clear up the wording and understanding of the words last chance and consolation.

Consolation - Rule 23.5 clearly defines consolation.  It can be run to determine additional place finishers if there are sufficient entries available to form a heat. Order of finish follows the last place of the final heat. No one moves to the final heat after running in the consolation.  Not less than two boats may run in the consolation heat
Last chance is found in rule 23.7.  This format must be listed on the race circular. The race director and referee will decide before the drivers meeting how many spots (not less than 2 or more than 6) will be available for the final heat after the qualifying heats are completed.  No points are given for a last chance heat.  Those not making the final get only those points earned in their qualifying heat.

Question:  Sufficient entries – How many is this?  Do we use rule 23.6 if there is 4 legal starters in any heat scheduled for the day, so if 2 boats run that’s OK?
Yes.

Question:  What do we do if it’s not on the circular, they run a LC and boats go to the final and run?  They did this in Bakersfield.  It ended up not making a difference there but it could have.  They ran 3 boats in the LC, 1 went to the final.

Per the rule book, the last chance heat should not have been run at this event.  Therefore, if a racer(s), having participated in one he/she did so in error.  There is no way to score a LC racer(s) in the final in this case.  This is too bad as it is not generally the fault of the racer(s).  We can no longer allow to boats to get points this way when the LC is not listed on the circular and rules are not followed.
