SPECIAL EVENTS:  General Safety Rules and General Racing Rules tests.
INBOARD: General Safety, General Racing, and Inboard Tests.

INBOARD ENDURANCE: General Safety, General  Racing, and Inboard Endurance tests.

JUNIOR CLASSES:  General Safety, General Racing, and the Junior Classes Tests.
MO, PRO, AND SO:  General Safety, General Racing, and  the MO, PRO, and SO tests.  

OPC: General Safety, General Racing,  and the OPC Tests.
OUTBOARD DRAG: General Safety, General Racing, and the Outboard Drag Tests.

SUPER LIGHT TUNNEL:  General Safety, General Racing, and SLT tests.

VINTAGE & HISTORICAL:  Must pass Vintage test only.

6) When three races are run in two days, how many of the scheduled classes must be run on the second day?
7) Can a heat be rerun if there are no legal starters?
8) If a previous heat for a given class has been run, what are the conditions where a subsequent heat of race for that class can be cancelled?
9) What is the penalty for jumping the gun in a stock outboard lap marathon?
10) How many starters are needed for points to be awarded for a race in: MO, PRO, and SO?
11) What is the penalty for dislodging a buoy during the milling period?
