CURRENT CATEGORY RULE BOOKS

**Note: For 2011 you will be using the 2011 Rule Books as well as current rules approved and printed in Propeller Magazine. This may vary depending on the category.  

The purpose of this test is to have scorers read the current Handbook and the current Rule Book, including the General Racing Rules and General Safety Rules, as well as the rules pertaining to each category in which they score.

This year, the test is a scenario and/or questions covering each category.  There is a separate section for Outboards [Stock, Mod, PRO and J], OPC, Inboard, Inboard Endurance and Super Light Tunnels.

All scorers need to complete the section covering questions from the 2011 Scorer’s Handbook.

Please complete the section covering the category where you wish to be approved. If you wish to be approved in more than one category, you must complete all the information required for each of those categories.  If you are a chief scorer on a sanction which lists multiple categories run during the event,

please remember the APBA General Racing Rules state that: A CHIEF SCORER MUST BE APPROVED IN ALL CATEGORIES LISTED ON THE SANCTION.

SUPERLIGHT TUNNEL
1. Damaging or dislodging a buoy will result in a one-lap penalty for that heat, except when a 
Competitor is forced into a buoy by overlap violation.
2. Unless otherwise specified, a minimum of two heats shall constitute a race.
3. There shall be a minimum of 4 boats to establish a class in which points can be awarded
4. Any driver who jumps the gun/start shall be penalized one lap or one minute
5. How many days after the event does the Superlight Tunnel Boat Racing Commission have to correct any and all paperwork from APBA but no later than close of Superlight Tunnel Boat business at the Annual Meeting.?
STOCK, MOD, PRO AND J CLASSES

What is the minimum age requirement for BSH?   BSR?

2. The driver of a boat which damages or dislodges a buoy and causes damage which requires race-

Delaying attention by the race committee shall be disqualified for that heat.

3. If inspection reveals that a boat or motor is illegal, the entry shall be disqualified for each heat in which it raced and the order of finish shall be corrected for each heat.  Overall positions shall be 

obtained by adding the points from the heat after the order of finish has been corrected.
4. Upon refusal of inspection procedures at Divisional, National or record-attempt regattas, 


said driver shall be suspended for a period of six months for unsportsmanlike conduct.

Sandy took the 1st heat win with a time of 2:51.29 and a second in the 2nd heat with 2:54.89.  Todd was having engine problems but managed to get two 4th places.  He was just glad to finish the race.

OPC

4. The legality of any boat numbering is the responsibility of the Race Committee and cannot 


be protested.

5. 10 boats line up on the dock for a Lemans Start in the Sport C class. The flag drops, but only 8 boats leave the dock.

a. Are the 2 boats that never left the dock legal starters?

b. What positions and points do they each receive?

6. A driver in each OPC National Class who competes in 5 or more events is eligible to win US-1 or US-2. A driver receiving US-1 may display the shield and be allowed to use the # 1 in 

that class for the next year’s racing season.

7. Johnny Gofast won US-1 in SST 45 for the 2010 racing season. During the winter he purchased an SST 60 boat and is competing in SST 60 only in the 2011 season.


He really wants to run # 1 on his new boat in the 2011 season. Is he allowed to do that?

8.
The OPC SST 120 National High Points Champion is at a race where he wants to also run his equipment in the Formula 150 Class. However the Formula 150 National High Point Champion is entered in the class as well. 

a. Since they both are entitled to run the # 1 on boat for the racing season, how do you determine which one of the entries is allowed to run the #1 in the event?

In the event a previous day of racing is cancelled in its entirety, the current day’s event must be run before attempting to run the previously cancelled day of races unless 


specified on the race circular.

A qualification and final heat must be run for all classes regardless of the number of


entries. How do you decide which boats will be entrants in the final heat?

3. In the event that the final heat has to be canceled, how are national high points awarded?

A boat running an alternate/experimental engine is considered a legal starter in a class? 

5.
General Racing Rules take precedence over those written by any category. Categories, when writing rules regarding a subject covered by the General Racing Rules, may only add more


restrictive details. These more restrictive rules will then prevail for that category.
6.
After September 1st, no additional classes (or additional running of classes) may be 


added to a sanction for a race taking place between September 1st and November 1st.
7.
The blue/white and blue/yellow flags all mean the same.
8. According to Rule 6.5.4, the scorer shall assist the Referee in completing the incident/accident 


reports.  What rule makes the completing of these reports the Referee’s responsibility?
9. If a race is stopped after the lead boat has begun its final lap, the position of finish will be scored on the position of the boat completing the previous lap. The boat causing the stoppage of the heat 


shall not receive points for that heat, nor be allowed to run in a restart should one take place.
10.
A boat that as been disqualified during the qualification heats shall not be eligible to participate


in the final heat to fill the field.

11. Two boats are tied on points. Figure the elapsed times for each boat to determine the

higher position.
12. A time trial shall be defined as:
